Description: On 15 September 2020, the Government of the Republic of El Salvador notified to the WTO, in document G/TBT/N/SLV/209, draft Salvadoran Technical Regulation RTS 11.03.01:20 "Medical inputs. Face masks for medical use. Technical specifications and test methods" as an emergency measure in force for one year, with the aim of establishing the technical requirements (including test methods) for the safety, quality and effectiveness of face masks for medical use.
El Salvador hereby advises WTO Members that the purpose of this Addendum is to maintain in effect the Regulation for an indefinite period, given that there is still a need to use personal protective medical equipment due to the COVID-19 pandemic. In the light of the above, there will be a period of 30 days for the submission of comments/observations as from the date of notification.
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
