	[bookmark: X_TBT_Reg_6A]Description of content: This act lays down the obligation to indicate the legal name of the spirit drink in the same visual field as a compound term, in case of a spirit drink resulting from the combination of a spirit drink with one or more foodstuffs.

	[bookmark: X_TBT_Reg_7A]Objective and rationale, including the nature of urgent problems where applicable: Regulation (EU) 2019/787 was published on 17 May 2019 and most of its labelling and production provisions will become applicable from 25 May 2021. 
That Regulation does not require that the legal name of spirit drinks obtained by combining a spirit drink category or geographical indication with other foodstuffs should appear in the same visual field as the compound term describing that combination. 
This act aims at specifying the conditions for labelling such spirit drinks, requiring that their name appears in the same visual field as the compound term. 
In fact, in the absence of such requirement, the actual nature of the spirit drink resulting from that combination may not result clearly and the labelling may induce consumers to believe that the compound term is the actual name of the spirit drink. This, in certain cases, may result in the abuse of the reputation of a spirit drink (category or geographical indication) whose legal name appears in combination with one or more foodstuffs that have not been used in its production in accordance with Annex I to Regulation (EU) 2019/787 or with the relevant product specification, as the resulting spirit drink would have a different name. 
This Delegated Regulation should apply from 25 May 2021, i.e. the same day that the provisions it refers to become applicable;
