	Description of content: The notified Interministerial Order provides for the mandatory implementation of a standard. This measure constitutes an exemption from the marketing authorization referred to in Article L255-2 of the Rural and Maritime Fisheries Code, and is provided for in Article L 255-5, point 1.

	Objective and rationale, including the nature of urgent problems where applicable: Standards on fertilizing material and growing media seek to facilitate the marketing of well-known products. The implementation of these standards has been made mandatory for public health reasons. This draft provides for the mandatory implementation of supplement A1 to Standard NF U 44-203 on Fertilizing material with mixed properties - Basic mineral soil conditioners - Fertilizers. This Standard establishes descriptions, specifications and marking for basic mineral soil conditioners - fertilizers. It is aimed primarily at producers, users and official inspection bodies. This amendment supplements the general standard revised in 2012, by:
amending Articles 5 and 7 so that the calcium content (expressed as Ca and/or CaO) may be declared for basic mineral soil conditioners - fertilizers;
amending Article 6 on the specifications for trace element contents, by:
for class I, table 1, replacing the "Chrome Total" (Total Chromium) (Cr total) parameter by the "Chrome VI" (Chromium VI) (Cr VI) parameter, and introducing a table 2 on maximum fluxes for trace elements.
for class II, table 3, replacing the "Chrome Total" (Total Chromium) (Cr total) parameter by the "Chrome VI" (Chromium VI) (Cr VI) parameter, and by introducing a table 5 on maximum fluxes for trace elements.
amending Standards 42-001-2 of October 2020 and 42-001-3 of November 2020.
Along with Standard NF U 42-001-1 of October 2011 and amendment A1 of August 2019 thereto, these two Standards replace approved Standard NF U 42-001 of December 1981, and amendments A10 of December 2009, A11 of January 2014, and A12 of May 2015 thereto, which remain in effect under the regulation in which they are cited.
These two standards respectively establish descriptions, specifications and marking for organic fertilizers and organo-mineral fertilizers. They are aimed primarily at producers, users and official inspection bodies.
They do not seek to establish a selection that meets commercial quality criteria; they solely set out to define and characterize each type of fertilizer so as to make it easier for the user to unambiguously distinguish and choose between them.
