Title, number of pages and language(s) of the notified document: Federal Motor Vehicle Safety Standards;  Lamps, Reflective Devices, and Associated Equipment ( 7 pages, English)

Description of content:  This document proposes to amend the Federal motor vehicle safety standard on lighting to relieve design restrictions that may inadvertently prevent the implementation of certain new-technology light sources in motor vehicle lamps.  These are light emitting diodes (LEDs) and miniature halogen bulbs.  The standard would be amended to add two paragraphs reflecting the Society of Automotive Engineers (SAE) specifications for measurement of photometrics in taillamps and in certain stop and turn signal lamps with more that one lighted section and for LED heat testing.
