Title, number of pages and language(s) of the notified document:  Draft Commission Directive Providing for Derogations from the Provisions of Article 7 of Council Directive 79/112/EEC relating to the labelling of foodstuffs (6 pages, English)

Description of content:  Article 7 of Directive 79/112/EEC as amended by Directive 97/4/EC prescribes the indication, on the labelling of foodstuffs, of the percentage of certain ingredients (ingredients appearing in the name under which the product is sold, ingredient emphasized … ) and fixes the principles for the indication of this percentage.  The notified draft directive provides certain exemptions from the principles established in new Article 7 in particular for the method of calculation of the percentage.

Objective and rationale, including the nature of urgent problems where applicable:  The aim of this draft is to allow effective applications of the principle of quantitative indication of the ingredients taking into account the characteristics of certain branches of industry.
