Description of content:  The proposed Prohibition of Certain Toxic Substances Regulations,2001 (the proposed Regulations) aim to replace the Prohibition of Certain Toxic Substances Regulations (the current Regulations) made by Order in Council P.C. 1996-619 on April 30, 1996. The current Regulations feature a schedule listing toxic substances subjected to prohibition for manufacture, use, process, sale, offer for sale or import.  The proposed Regulations differ from the current Regulations in two respects. Firstly, the schedule in the proposed Regulations has two additional substances compared to the current schedule: benzidine and its salt (benzidine dihydrochloride), and  hexachlorobenzene. Secondly, the proposed Regulations include conditions specific to one substance (hexachlorobenzene).
