Road salts that contain inorganic chloride salts with or without ferrocyanide salts Scientific assessments indicate that the substance, i.e. road salts that contain inorganic chloride salts with or without ferrocyanide salts, is entering or may enter the environment in a quantity or concentration or under conditions that have or may have an immediate or long-term harmful effect on the environment or its biological diversity, and that constitute or may constitute a danger to the environment on which life depends. Therefore, it is recommended

that this substance be added to the List of Toxic Substances in Schedule 1.
