Description of content:  The purpose of these amendments would be to:

-
introduce a new regulation — Canada Motor Vehicle Safety Standard (CMVSS 210.2) Lower Universal Anchorage Systems for Restraint Systems and Booster Cushions that would require passenger cars, multi-purpose passenger vehicles, trucks and buses to be manufactured with lower universal anchorage systems (lower anchorages) for the installation of add-on children’s restraint systems;  and

-
amend the RSSR to require that infant and child restraint systems be fitted with lower connector systems (lower connectors) with which the restraint systems would be secured to the vehicle’s lower anchorages;  the amendment would also permit, but not require, other categories of restraint systems, restraint systems for disabled persons and for infants with special needs, as well as booster cushions, to be fitted with lower connectors.

The focus of the proposed new regulation and the associated amendments is to make it easier for Canadian parents and caregivers to properly restrain infants and children in motor vehicles.
