Title, number of pages and language(s) of the notified document:  Proposed Amendment to the Motor Vehicle Safety Regulations (Electrolyte Spillage and Electrical Shock Protection) (pages 1865-1870; English and French)

6.
Description of content:  This amendment establishes a new Canada Motor Vehicle Safety Standard (CMVSS) 305, “Electrolyte spillage and electrical shock protection” addressing safety issues exclusive to electric vehicles.  It applies to all passenger cars, and to multipurpose passenger vehicles, trucks and buses with a Gross Vehicle Weight Rating (GVWR) of 4 536 kg or less, that have a propulsion power source greater than 48 volts and can attain a speed in 1.6 km of more than 40 km/h on a paved level surface.  This amendment will not apply to low-speed vehicles.  This new safety standard will address the specific safety concerns surrounding the introduction of electric vehicles and hybrid-electric vehicles into Canada.  Specifically, this amendment will put in place a series of crash tests which will establish the capability of the vehicle to protect the occupants from hazards related to electric shock, the spillage of electrolyte from the batteries, and the potential injury arising from the battery assembly entering the passenger compartment.
