Title, number of pages and language(s) of the notified document:  Proposed Amendment to the Pest Control Products Regulations (pages 2290-2294;  English and French)

Description of content:  The purpose of this regulatory amendment is to implement language requirements for labelling of pest control products (pesticides) under the Pest Control Products Act (PCPA) that comply with requirements of the Official Languages Act (OLA). It would require bilingual labelling on all pest control products except for those not manufactured, imported, sold or used in Canada.  The requirement would be phased in over a five-year period, beginning one year after the Regulations are made, as registrations are granted, amended or renewed.  An amendment to a registration relating to an emergency use would not trigger the bilingual labelling requirement.
