Objective and rationale, including the nature of urgent problems where applicable:  For safety belt users protection.  An amendment was made to Philippine National Standard (PNS) 1892:2000 - Road vehicles – Safety-belts and restraint systems – Specification which is the deletion of  the Transitory provisions, that states as:  

“For seatbelt assemblies or system whether fitted in CBU or included on the CKD pack which had been approved under or certified by a third party recognized by the Bureau of Product Standards, the following standard and regulation shall be considered in compliance with the requirements of this standard:  ECE Regulation 16, AS/NZ S 2596, JIS D 4604 and FMVSS 209.

A copy of the approval certificate shall be submitted to the BPS.  This provision however, shall be valid effective from the effectivity of this standard up to 31 Dec. 2002.  Effective 01 January 2003 only clauses 1 to 8 of this standard shall apply.”
