The following communication, dated 26 October 2004, is being circulated at the request of the delegation of Mexico.

Notice of Cancellation of a Draft Mexican Official Standard

1. The Government of Mexico notifies that, on 22 October 2004, the Ministry of Health's Federal Commission for Sanitary Risk Protection published in the Official Journal of the Federation a "Notice of Cancellation of Draft Mexican Official Standard PROY-NOM-212-ssa1-2002, 'Products and services.  Cheeses:  non-ripened or fresh, ripened and processed, as well as products made with similar ingredients or procedures or having a similar appearance.  Health specifications.  Test methods', published for public consultation in the Official Journal on 19 August 2003".  This Notice entered into force on the day following publication in the Official Journal.

2. This was done to meet the objectives set out in the 2001-2006 National Development Plan and as a Federal Government commitment to better regulatory practice in Mexico, as the above-mentioned draft Mexican Official Standard will not eliminate any health risk to consumers or facilitate streamlined administration.

3. The purpose of this communication is to provide greater information to Members on the preparation and amendment of technical regulations and sanitary and phytosanitary measures by Mexico, independently of the obligations under the Agreement on Technical Barriers to Trade and the Agreement on the Application of Sanitary and Phytosanitary Measures.  It should be noted that the draft Mexican official standard that has been cancelled was duly notified to Members of both Committees in documents G/TBT/N/MEX/73 and G/SPS/N/MEX/198, dated 28 and 29 August 2003 respectively.
