	Description of content:  The Thai Industrial Standards Institute (TISI) has proposed to enforce TIS 2202-2547 (2004) as a mandatory standard.  The standard specifies power cables with cross-linked polyethylene compound (XLPE) for rated voltage from 60 kV up to 115 kV, but does not cover special cables such as submarine cable.  This standard classifies power cables into 2 types according to the range of rated voltage i.e. for range of rated voltage from 60 kV up to 69 kV and for range of rated voltage from 110 kV up to 115 kV, and prescribes sizes, materials and process, minimum requirements, packaging, marking and labelling, sampling and criteria for conformity and testing.
