	Description of content:  The draft calls on parties responsible for placing toys on the market for the first time to apply a special label to toys containing magnets attached such that they could be swallowed, warning of the dangers presented by the magnets if swallowed by children.  This regulation is intended to enter into force on 1 January 2008.  In view of the fact that the festivals towards the end of the year mean that more toys are bought at this time of year, the draft also requires that, as of 1 December 2007, notices should be posted in sales outlets near to the toys in question, informing customers of these dangers.

	Objective and rationale, including the nature of urgent problems where applicable:  A number of reports of serious injuries caused to children who swallowed several magnets from toys demonstrate that the regulations currently applicable to toys are inadequate.  The European Commission therefore asked the European Committee for Standardisation, on 25 May 2007, to add to these regulations within two years.  In the meantime, measures need to be taken to prevent further accidents.  As no such measures have yet been adopted for the entire common market, the German authorities have decided to introduce the above-described measure.  They will, of course, withdraw it when a Community measure is adopted.
