	Title, number of pages and language(s) of the notified document:  Draft Commission Decision concerning the non-inclusion of bone oil in Annex I to Council Directive 91/414/EEC and the withdrawal of authorisations for plant protection products containing such substance (3 pages in English).

	Description of content:  This draft Commission Decision provides that the substance is not included in the positive Community list and that Member States have to withdraw authorisations for plant protection products containing that substance within 6 months from the date of adoption. This decision only concerns the placing on the market of the substance and does not affect the Community or national Maximum Residue Levels (MRLs) for residues of the concerned pesticides.

	7.
	Objective and rationale, including the nature of urgent problems where applicable:  Directive 91/414/EEC concerning the placing of plant protection products on the market sets up a harmonised framework for the authorisation and placing on the market of plant protection products in order to protect human health and the environment.

Article 8(2) of this Directive provides a programme to be carried out over a period of 12 years for the gradual examination of the active substances contained in the plant protection products on the market. Substances for which the outcome of the evaluation is favourable are then included in Annex I of the Directive.

Bone oil is covered by the fourth stage of this work programme.

The substance complies with the criteria of harmful substances laid down in Annex VII of Regulation 1095/2007, and is therefore subject to a decision of non inclusion. A period of grace for disposal, storage, placing on the market and use of existing stocks of plant protection products containing these substances allowed by Member States, in accordance with the provisions of Article 4(6) of Directive 91/414/EEC, shall consequently expire at latest 18 months from the date of adoption.
