	Description of content:  This draft technical regulation specifies the requirements stated in the Gulf standard (GSO 992) “Yoghurt” under clauses 7 and 9 (packaging and labelling) as mandatory requirements. It specifies the following:
1. The product containers shall be made of materials which are hygienic, non-poisonous and non-harmful. It shall be watertight, clean, and may cause no change in the product characteristics;

2. The product shall be packed in such a way as to prevent any external contamination.

It also describes label requirements such as : 
- Type of milk used (fresh milk, powder).
- Fat percentage and the type of yoghurt according to fat percentage (yoghurt, partly skimmed yoghurt, skimmed yoghurt).
- Percentage of total non-fat solids.
- Manufacture  & expiry Dates (day, month and year). 
- In case natural sugars were added, the statement “Sweetened Yoghurt” shall be written.

	
	- In case of heat-treated yoghurt after fermentation, the statement “Yoghurt Heat  Treated after Fermentation” shall be declared on the label.
- Food additives shall be declared on the label.
- Nutrition information (energy in calories, percentages of protein, fat, total sugars, calcium, sodium and added vitamins).
