The document is therefore a guideline document for using both the ICCEC and the NEC. It is divided into 2 parts: 

- Part 1 - International Code Council Electric Code (ICCEC) stipulates guidelines geared towards regulating the design, construction, installation, quality of materials, location, operation, and maintenance or use of electrical systems and equipment. 
- Part 2 – National Electrical Code (NEC) covers installation of electrical conductors, equipment and raceways, signalling and communications conductors, equipment and raceways; and optical fibre cables and raceways.

	Objective and rationale, including the nature of urgent problems where applicable:  The purpose of this document is to provide minimum standards to safeguard life or limb, health, property and public welfare by regulating and controlling the design, construction, installation, quality of materials, location, operation,, and maintenance or use of electrical systems and equipment.
