This draft technical regulation specifies the mandatory packaging requirements stated in the Gulf standard GSD "Chilled Chicken" under clause 7 such as:
· Whole chicken carcasses and their cuts shall be packed, after weighing, in clean, hygienic, sound and strong packages to protect the product without affecting its characteristics; and
· Chicken packages (cases) shall be placed in suitable hygienic moisture proof boxes.

It also describes that the following information shall be clearly and indelibly declared on each carton and package of whole chicken carcasses and their cuts as mandatory labeling requirements (see Clause 8):
· Slaughtering and expiry dates in a non-coded manner (day - month - year);
· The word "Chilled" shall be clearly written in green colour on the whole width of package (case);
· Storage conditions;
· The statement "Keep chilled at -1°C to +4°C" shall be written on the package;
· In case of poultry chicken treated with irradiation, the use of the International Food Irradiation Symbol shall be placed in conjunction with the name of food; and
· Labelling and adjoining explanatory statements shall be in Arabic and, where another language is used, it shall be alongside the Arabic.  All the information provided in another language shall be identical with those written in Arabic.
