	Description of content:  Fourth amendment to the Mandatory Standard SI 887.3. This amendment adopts the European requirements for formaldehyde content and amends the following:
-
The acclimation requirement appearing in the European Standard was not adopted, as 
this requirement is intended for plywood manufacturers who do not exist in Israel. 
All plywood in Israel is imported. Therefore such tests, which have heavy financial 
implications, are not applicable. 

-
Requires performance of a repeat test according to the European requirements 
appearing in EN 712-2 only in cases of marginal or non-compliance.

-
Changes paragraph 220 dealing with the amount of released formaldehyde. This 
paragraph instructs as follows: 

-
To calculate the amount of released formaldehyde as an average of all samples taken 
of a board, if the difference between the highest and the lowest samples is greater 
than 20%, then the average should be calculated only from the 2 or more highest 
results and the lowest results should be ignored.

-
The amount of released formaldehyde in this type of board shall not exceed 3.5mg 
per m2 per hour.
