	Description of content:  Partial revision of the Decree of the Federal Office for Communications on telecommunications installations (OOIT). Several radio interfaces regulations have been created and deleted affecting short range devices and non-specific short range devices in the range from 26.990MHz - 123GHz. Other radio interfaces regulations have been reviewed to correct information regarding the channeling and modulation bandwidth. In some radio interfaces regulation, the application has been aligned to the according ECC decision. New radio interfaces regulation has been created for mobile satellite systems an T-DAB low power indoor repeater. Some frequency planning assumptions for point-to-point links have been precised by defining the assignation order of CCDP and ACCP and the technical standards. Furthermore explanations to the channeling and modulation class have been done. In addition definitions of the modulation classes and the ATPC (automatic transmit power control) range were introduced to ensure ACM (adaptive coding modulation). New radio interfaces regulation for earth stations on mobile platforms (ESOMPs) from 27.5 - 30GHz was introduced. Insertion of a new frequency range 1670 - 1675MHz  for mobile satellite services following the ECC/DEC(07)05, EN 301 681 and EN 301 444. New radio interfaces regulation for obstruction/vehicle detection via radar sensor at railway level crossings in the range of 76 - 77GHz. Extension of the application for the detection of avalanche victims radio interfaces regulation. New radio interface regulation for ultra - wideband (UWB) applications onboard aircraft in the range of 6 - 8.5GHz.

	Objective and rationale, including the nature of urgent problems where applicable:  OOIT needs to be amended to follow the evolution of the frequency management in Europe. The use of some frequency bands has also been specified. Furthermore some new radio interface regulations have been added.
