SI 5418: Mattresses
The specific paragraphs of Israel Standard SI 5418 notified in G/TBT/N/ISR/666 (dated 10 April 2013) have been declared mandatory by the Minister of Economy and were published on 14 April 2013 in Israel's Official Gazette No. 7237, section of government notices, page 913. This had entered into force on 13 July 2013, except with respect to sale of mattresses and mattress pads which are not required to conform to the revised SI 5418 until 10 November 2013.
A revision postponing the entry into mandatory status of the requirement that mattresses and mattress pads demonstrate resistance to match flame, has already passed the appropriate committee in the Ministry of Justice and is expected to be published any day now. The requirement: "Resistant to ignition source: match flame equivalent as specified in BS EN 597-2:1995", mentioned in Table 1 of Paragraph 4.1.1, will remain in effect until 15 July 2014. Until that time only resistance to smouldering cigarettes will be mandatory.
In addition Israel wishes to announce that the Fire and Rescue Commissioner in the Ministry of Public Security has appointed an inter-ministerial commission to investigate, among other aspects, the personal safety and health ramifications of the requirement that mattress covers contain a flame retardant. The committee is required to deliver its final report and recommendations by February, 2014.
