The Decree extends the notion of laboratories to monitoring agencies and calibration laboratories and also establishes the conditions and the procedure for approval.

Since the Law of 9 February 1994 on Consumer Safety applies to products as well as services, it transpired that monitoring agencies and calibration laboratories also needed to be brought in.
