Description of content:  The Commission formerly proposed that the degree of child resistance is measured by a test with a panel of children to see how many can operate a multi‑purpose lighter that has its on/off switch in the off, or locked, position.  In this notice, the Commission proposes that the child-panel tests instead be conducted with the on/off switch in the on, or unlocked, position.
