Description of content: Revision of the emission standards for carbon monoxide (CO), total hydrocarbons (THCs), non-methane hydrocarbons (NMHCs), nitrogen oxides (NOx) and particulate matter (PM) for  public transport bus engines in the Metropolitan Region.


As of 1 September 2000, buses with a gross tonnage of 3,860 kg. or more designated for urban public transport services in Santiago may only be entered in the National Register of Motor Vehicles if their engines meet the required specifications for compliance, under standardized conditions, with the maximum emission levels indicated therein.


Compliance with the emission levels from the exhaust system may be measured either in terms of grammes/brake horsepower-hour (G/bHp-h) or grammes/kilowatt-hour (g/kw-h).  In the case of diesel engines, the standardized conditions of measurement are those stipulated by the United States Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA) under the so-called transient operation test method, while in the case of natural gas-fuelled engines and dual natural gas-diesel engines, the conditions are those stipulated by the European Communities in Directive 88/77/EEC as amended by Directive 91/542/EEC under the so-called 13-mode cycle method.
