Description of content:  This amendment proposes to introduce new requirements governing vehicles manufactured in two or more stages (incomplete vehicles) in order to ensure that, once completed, they will conform to all the applicable Canada Motor Vehicle Safety Standards. At the moment, a vehicle that will be built in two or more stages is classified as a chassis-cab, which is a prescribed class of vehicle that must meet the safety standards specified in Schedule III of the Motor Vehicle Safety Regulations.  In addition to safety standards, chassis-cabs are also subject to labelling requirements that differ slightly from those which govern the other classes of vehicles.  The chassis-cab manufacturer may choose either to affix a compliance label or to supply with the vehicle a document that contains specified information
.  Among other things, the label or document must provide the gross vehicle weight rating (GVWR) of the chassis-cab and the gross axle weight rating (GAWR) on each axle, and it must list the number of each standard with which the chassis-cab complies.
