Labelling of plant nutrients


On 21 July 2010, the Mexican Ministry of Health published in the Official Journal (Diario Oficial de la Federación) (http://www.dof.gob.mx/) draft Mexican Official Standard PROY‑NOM‑182‑SSA1‑2009 (Labelling of plant nutrients) amending Mexican Official Standard NOM‑182‑SSA1‑1998 (Labelling of plant nutrients).


The notified Standard establishes the characteristics and specifications that must appear on the labels of plant nutrients subject to registration, with the exception of type III growth regulators.  Labelling of type III growth regulators is required to meet the specifications established for agricultural pesticides, in accordance with the Mexican Official Standard applicable to this type of product.  The notified Standard is binding on natural and legal persons engaged in the processing of plant nutrients within Mexican national territory.

Plant nutrients are monitored by various authorities in order to guarantee their quality to users and to prevent potential risks to public, animal and plant health, as well as adverse effects on the environment.  Given that labelling is a particular focus of such monitoring, the notified Standard lays down the requirements to be met in order to facilitate the work of the authorities and the natural and legal persons engaged in the processing of plant nutrients.

Interested parties have 60 calendar days as from the date of publication in the Official Journal in which to submit comments and the notified Standard will enter into force 360 calendar days after publication.

The labelling of plant nutrient products in a way that is inconsistent with this Standard will be prohibited once the Standard enters into force;  companies will therefore be required to use up their stocks of lithographed labels and packaging by this date.
