Description of content:  The technical regulation requires a wheelchair accessible toilet in new passenger ships certified to more than 100 passengers.  However, ships in routes of short duration may be exempted if a wheelchair accessible toilet is available in the passenger terminal at both ends of the route.

Objective and rationale, including the nature of urgent problems where applicable:  The purpose of the technical regulation is to provide toilet facilities for handicapped persons on board passenger ships.  The regulation shall be seen as a first step towards more detailed regulations on accessibility on passenger ships and the implementation in Denmark of IMO MSC/Circ. 735, "Recommendation on The Design and Operation of Passenger Ships to Respond to Elderly and Disabled Persons' Needs".
