Description of content:  In accordance with the draft Regulation on aggressive animals, it is forbidden in the Netherlands to have certain dog breeds in stock or to breed them, import them into the Netherlands, offer them for sale or sell them.

Objective and rationale, including the nature of urgent problems where applicable:  The presence of aggressive dogs on the public roads and hence the risk of serious bite injuries require government intervention to protect public order and safety.  Based on the draft Regulation on aggressive animals, 5 dog breeds are designated which could constitute a risk to humans or other animals.
