Description of content: The regulation establishes specific phytosanitary requisites for wheat (Triticum ssp), according to countries of destination and of origin in Mercosur.  It establishes that non-Mercosur countries will have to comply, for 120 days, with the phytosanitary requisites established in Portaria nr. 643, dated 3 October 1995.  After 120 days, these countries will have to present a pest risk analysis PRA. Consignments of wheat originating from a country which has not established phytosanitary requisites in a specific regulation will be sampled for phytosanitary lab exams at accredited laboratories, at the time of inspection in the port of entry.  The costs thereof will have to be supported by the interested party.
