Silica, Amorphous, Fumed (Crystalline Free) - Exemption from the Requirement of a Tolerance


This Environmental Protection Agency regulation (previously notified as G/SPS/N/USA/304) establishes an exemption from the requirement of a tolerance for residues of silica, amorphous, fumed (crystalline free) (CAS Reg. No. 112945-52-5) also known as silicon dioxide fumed amorphous when used as an inert ingredient when applied to animals.  The petitioner submitted a petition to EPA under the Federal Food, Drug, and Cosmetic Act (FFDCA), as amended by the Food Quality Protection Act (FQPA) of 1996, requesting an exemption from the requirement of a tolerance.  This regulation eliminates the need to establish a maximum permissible level for residues of silica, amorphous, fumed (crystalline free). 


This regulation is effective 15 May 2002.  Objections and requests for hearings must be received on or before 15 July 2002.
