Diflubenzuron - Pesticide Tolerance


This regulation (final rule) establishes a tolerance for combined residues of diflubenzuron and its metabolites 4-chloroaniline and 4-chlorophenylurea in or on pear.  The petitioner requested this tolerance under the Federal Food, Drug, and Cosmetic Act (FFDCA), as amended by the Food Quality Protection Act (FQPA) of 1996.


Therefore, 40 CFR chapter I is amended as follows:

(2) Tolerances are established for combined residues of the insecticide diflubenzuron and its metabolites 4-chlorophenlyurea and 4-chloroaniline in or on the following food commodities:

Pear
0.50

Rice, grain
0.02

Rice, straw
0.8
